Relief
From 5 to 25 November 2006 flood relief was organized in 33 villages of Krishna and
Guntur districts of Andhra Pradesh.  Dry provisions and clothes to a tune of Rs.8,84,367/-
were distributed among 3600 families benefiting 11858 individuals.
